January was quite a busy month within BRSD schools. We made it through some of the coldest weather of the year. 
 
February marks the opening of student registration for the 2024-25 school year. I want to thank Evie from 
Forestburg School for being the voice of our Pre-K and Kindergarten Registration radio ad. If you have a student  
to register for early learning or kindergarten, you may now register on our website. As well, I would like to thank 
École Sifton students, Riley and Elise, for creating this video about our amazing French Immersion Program.  
We have late French Immersion programming available as well. 
 
At the end of spring break in March, BRSD’s Division Office will be relocated to 4316 38 Street in Camrose.  
This site has been under renovations, and we anticipate that division office staff will move at the end of March. 
This move marks a strategic decision aimed at enhancing operational efficiency and providing us opportunities  
to host our own professional learning events and meetings. We are excited to transition and will ensure we 
communicate specific dates closer to the move.

Our January Board Highlights report touches on some of the great opportunities our students have in BRSD. This 
includes Dual Credit opportunities through Olds College, Registered Apprenticeship Program (RAP) which supports 
students to work in industry as registered apprentices, many Locally Developed Courses to expand programming 
opportunities, and Work Experience which also enhances core programming in our schools.
